Chrome Remote Desktop - Setup Instructions
Allows browser-based remote access to a Windows machine. No RDP required, works through corporate security stacks. Access from any browser at remotedesktop.google.com/access.

Part 1: Install on the Host Machine (machine you want to access)
1. Open Chrome and go to: remotedesktop.google.com/access
1. Click "Turn on" under Set up remote access.
1. Download the Chrome Remote Desktop Host installer when prompted (chromeremotedesktophost.msi).
1. If the download is blocked by corporate proxy, use this direct URL: https://dl.google.com/edgedl/chrome-remote-desktop/chromeremotedesktophost.msi
1. Alternative: download on phone via hotspot, transfer via USB or email to yourself.
1. Run the installer.
1. Return to remotedesktop.google.com/access in Chrome. Give the machine a name and set a 6+ digit PIN.
1. Click "Start". The machine is now accessible.

Part 2: Connect from Any Device
1. Open any browser and go to: remotedesktop.google.com/access
1. Sign in with the same Google account used during setup.
1. Click the machine name and enter the PIN.

Post-Setup: Verify Persistence
1. Open services.msc on the host machine.
1. Find Chrome Remote Desktop Host and confirm Startup Type is Automatic.
1. Reboot the host machine and verify you can still connect.

Notes
1. Disconnect from corporate VPN before connecting if latency is poor - VPN may route traffic inefficiently.
1. Google account used during setup must be the same account used to connect. Do not use a corporate Google account unless you intend to connect from corporate devices only.
1. No port forwarding, no firewall changes, no RDP required. Traffic routes through Google's relay over HTTPS 443.
1. If the host machine is behind a VPN at the time of connection, you must connect through the same VPN or ensure the CRD Host service is running independently.
